 Red Ribbon Week got started 
back in 1988, after a young DEA

agent by the name of Enrique 
Camarena, was k idnapped and 
killed in Mexico in 1985. He had 
uncovered a multi-billion dollar 
drug scam, which might have 
involved the Mexican Army, police 
force, and the government. When 
he left his office one day, five 
men kidnapped him. He was found 
about a month later buried in a 
sha l l ow g rave . He had been 
tortured and beaten.
 In 1988 the U.S. Congress 
proclaimed the first Red Ribbon 
Week supporting the cause that 
Enrique gave his life for. It was 
one of the first t imes that 
ribbons were used to 
support a cause, the 
fight against drugs. 
Now, ribbons are used 
all the time to show 
support for missing 
c h i l d r e n , f i g h t s 
against diseases, and 
t o s u p p o r t o u r 
military.

History

 This month in History, on 
October 6, 1866 was the first US 
train robbery. The Reno Gang carried 
out the first robbery of a moving 
train in the US making off with over 
$10,000 from an Ohio and Mississippi 
train in Jackson County, Indiana. 
Prior to this innovation in crime, 
hold ups had taken place only on 
t ra ins s i t t ing a t s ta t ions or 
freight yards. 
 This new method of sticking up 
moving trains in remote locations, 
because of them being low on law and 
enforcement, soon became popular in 

t h e A m e r i c a n w e s t , w h e r e t h e 
r e c e n t l y c o n s t r u c t e d 
T r a n s c o n t i n e n t a l a n d r e g i o n a l 
railroads made attractive targets.

 Halloween has origins dating 
back to the ancient Celtic festival 
known as Samhain. The ancient Celts 
believed that on October 31, the 
boundary between the world and the 
other world dissolved, and the dead 
became dangerous for the living by 
causing problems such as sickness or 
damaged crops.  The festivals would 
frequently involve bonfires, into 
which the bones of slaughtered 
livestock were thrown. 
 Costumes and masks being worn 
go back to the ancient Celt ic 
tradition of attempting to copy the 
evil spirits or placate them, in 
Scotland for instance where the dead 
were impersonated by young men with 
masked, veiled or blackened faces, 
dressed in white.
