Veteran’s Day

  We celebrate Veteran’s Day by 
honoring our veterans for their 
services in the military. The 

Veteran’s Day National Ceremony   is 
held on November 11th at Arlington 
National Cemetery. At 11:00 a.m., a 
color guard made up of members from 
each of the military branches, 
renders honors to America's fallen 
heros during a traditional ceremony 
at the Tomb of the Unknowns. The 
ceremony takes place inside the 
Memorial Amphitheater.

 The Veteran’s Day National 
Committee also selects a number of 
regional sites to hold Veteran’s Day 

observances throughout the country.  
 World War I, known at the time 
as “The Great War,”  officially ended 
when the Treaty of Versailles was 
signed on June 28, 1919, in the 
Palace of Versailles outside the town 
of Versailles, France. However, 
fighting ceased seven months earlier 
when an armistice, or temporary 
cessation of hostilities, between the 
allied nations and Germany went into 
effect on the eleventh hour of the 
eleventh day of the eleventh month. 
For that reason, November 11, 1918, 
is generally regarded as the end of 
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“the war to end all wars.”

  In November 1919, President 
Wilson proclaimed November 11th as 
the first commemoration of Armistice 
Day with the following words: 
 " T o u s i n A m e r i c a , t h e 
reflections of Armistice Day will be 
filled with solemn pride in the 
heroism of those who died in the 
country’s service and with gratitude 
for the victory, both because of the 
thing from which it has freed us and 
because of the opportunity it has 
given America to show her sympathy 
with peace and justice in the 
councils of the nations…"
 And that is the history of 
Armistice Day or Veteran’s day.

 I n t h e U n i t e d S t a t e s , 
Thanksgiving began with the 
Pilgrims who settled around 
Plymouth in December of 1620.

First, 
t h e y w e r e g e n e r a l l y n o t 
experienced farmers. (They were 
fortunate that some of the local 
Native-Americans helped them learn 
to farm the local crops.) Second, 
they had originally been organized 
into a commune where the produce 
of all was brought into a common 
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store and then distributed among 
the inhabitants based on need.

Hunting Season

Many people love to hunt 
waterfowl and deer. “My favorite part 
about deer hunting is when you gut 
the deer,” said Clayton Morris 8th 
grade. The thing on waterfowl is you 
have to have a blind, gun, and 
usually more than one person if you 
want.

Kansas duck hunters don't have 
long to wait before seasons open, and 
the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
has predicted high numbers of 
migrating birds. Find the water, and 
hunters should be able to find ducks, 
especially at one of the Kansas 
Department of Wildlife and Parks 
(KDWP) waterfowl management areas.  

There is an early zone and a 
late zone in Kansas’s waterfowl. 
Western Kansas is the early zone and 
Eastern Kansas is the late zone for 
waterfowl. So that means that Baxter 
Springs, Ks is part of the late zone. 
There are many different times you 
can hunt waterfowl.

At these time zones you may hunt 
any kind of waterfowl you would like. 
Five ducks is the bag limit each day 

allowing no more than two red heads, 
two scaup, three wood ducks, and one 
duck from the following group — one 
pintail, one canvasback, one hen 
mallard, one mottled duck (except for 
the first five days of the season, in 
any zone, when mottled ducks may not 
be taken). 
     During the youth seasons, youth 
must be 15 years old or younger and 
accompanied by an adult, who cannot 
hunt. The supervising adult must be 
at least 18 years old, and the adult 
does not have to have a hunting 
license or stamps required of 
waterfowl hunters. 

Anyone born on or after July 1, 
1957, must have completed a certified 
hunter education course, except that 
youth 15 and younger may hunt under 
direct adult supervision without 
hunter education certification. Youth 
12 through 15 May hunt without adult 
supervision if they have completed a 

certified hunter education course.
